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Go green!  Save some trees, petroleum and money!  This pattern reuses unwanted t-shirts and makes them into a usable item.  Don’t forget to take them to the store; because some businesses will give you money or credit for each bag you fill.








Supplies:

T- shirt – cotton or mesh
Straight pins

Sewing machine

Fabric marking pencil 

Scissors
Instructions:

1. Turn t-shirt wrong side out and pin across the bottom edge.  Be sure your shirt is lying flat before you sew it.  Sew seam. Turn t-shirt right side out.  This creates the bottom of the bag.
2. Draw a U-shape around the neckline to create the bag opening.  Cut off neckline piece for bag opening.

3. Cut off sleeves to make the handles.  
4. Take your bag and Go Shopping!
